Coaches Etiquette and Code of Conduct

Coaches play a significant role in a player’s experience in sports. A coach must consistently be positive and healthy influence on his players. Coaches must set an example to his or her players at all times by:

1. Understand that the Tamarac Youth Soccer League is a recreational league. Playing games with a win at all cost attitude is not acceptable.  Playing competitively, fairly, and with the interest of the players only, is what the league is striving to accomplish.

2. Recognize that the coach can make a difference in each of their players lives by showing concern for his or her players improvement and development.

3. Encourage each player to try different positions and be positive with your feedback at all times.

4. Conduct yourself at all times with honor, dignity, and sportsmanship. Remember your players are watching and will behave as you do.

5. Educate the players to the technical, tactical, physical, and psychological aspects of the game for their level.

6. Encourage teamwork, discipline, sportsmanship and work ethic equally in all of your players. 

7. Communicate often and give effective guidelines to parents, be firm with them, but professional.  Head Coaches must understand that they are responsible for the actions and words of the parents/guardians/spectators from their team. 

8. Be accepting of the referee’s decision no matter how much you may disagree.

9. Always be prepared to handle first aid situations as well as medical emergencies at all practices and games.

10. Strive to help each player reach his or her full potential and be prepared to move to the next stage of development.

11. Allow the players to have fun and offer positive feedback continuously.

12. Coaches are encouraged to attend and participate in training provided by the league either in person or on-line.
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Coaches Code of Conduct

Coaches shall not use tobacco products, smoke, consume alcohol or use drugs.

Coaches shall not threaten with verbal or physical means any other coach, referee, player, or spectator.

Coaches will not encourage any unsportsmanlike conduct by any of his or her players.

Coaches will not go onto the field to address the referee about a call. This will be done professionally after the game.

Coaches will not use obscenities or profanities at anytime. Players and parents are listening.  Coaches will also ensure that spectators from their team do not use obscenities.

Coaches will not overplay talented players or keep any one player in the same position for U6-U8. Players will be taught and allowed to play several positions.

Violation of any rules will result in disciplinary action administered by the Executive Board.  This action will include, but is not limited to: a conference with the Executive Board, being placed on probation, a 1 to 2 game suspension or permanent dismissal from the league.  Since each incident is unique, each incident will be investigated and, should discipline be necessary, it will be administered based upon the totality of the circumstances surrounding that incident.  Decisions by the Board are final.
